
K ittelson & Associates Inc, is conducting the 2025 Update for the Long Range
Transportation Plan. As directed by the MPO, this plan differs from previous

updates by emphasizing non-automobile modal (transit, bicycle and pedestrian)
travel within the county. The team recognizes that, as the county approaches build-
out, it will become necessary to provide alternate forms of mobility that reduce
reliance on the private automobile. Inherently tied to this new approach to
transportation planning are the means to change land use development patterns to
those that place less reliance on the automobile.

This plan update relies heavily on a comprehensive public involvement plan to
gain support of the community. Special outreach efforts ensure traditionally
under-represented groups within the county can participate in the project. The
Kittelson Team will conduct travel demand modeling while developing and
refining socio-economic data. Using cost estimates for improvement projects, the
team will perform financial resources evaluations to implement the project
components.

“The most exciting aspect to me is the
diversity of projects we have been
able to successfully procure,” Myers
explained.
